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I picked up a copy of the Jefferson 
Bible while visiting Poplar Forest,
Jefferson’s Palladian retreat in Bedford 
County, Virginia.

I have a keen interest in Jefferson, and 
have read more about him than any other 
modern figure. I’ve stood in the Jeffer-
son Memorial in Washington, D.C., and 
read his famous words carved in stone. I 
walked his footsteps in Natural Bridge, 
Virginia. I’ve been to the University of 
Virginia, which he designed and founded 
in his old age. Jefferson was a remarkable 
man for his day—in many ways, he was 
far ahead of his time. I always come away 
from Monticello impressed with his cu-
riosity, inventiveness, attention to detail, 
wideranging talents, and boundless ener-
gy. But Jefferson had his flaws, and recent 
history has been less flattering to him 
than the previous two centuries. Suffice 
it to say that he was a man—a remarkable 
man in many ways, but he still walked 
on clay feet. We see the clay prints most 
clearly when we pick up The Jeffersons 

Bible: The Life and Morals of Jesus of 
Nazareth, which he completed in 1819. 
Th e dust cover of Jefferson’s Bible says,

Working in the White House in 1804, 
Jefferson set out to edit the Gospels in 
order to uncover the essence of true re-
ligion in the simple story of the Life of 
Jesus. Jefferson was convinced that the 
authentic message of Jesus could be 
found only by extracting from the Gos-
pels Jesus’ message of absolute love and 
service, rather than the miracle of the 
Annunciation, Virgin Birth, or even the 
Resurrection.

Allen Webster
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 Jefferson’s Bible gives us, according to 
the back cover, “a preaching Jesus of dis-
tinctly human dimensions, without mir-
acles or resurrection.”1 We are not sur-
prised, then, to find that the last sentence 
in the Gospel According to Jefferson 
reads: “There they laid Jesus. And rolled 
a great stone to the door of the sepulcher, 
and departed.”2 You see, Jefferson’s Bible 
is a page short—it ends in Matthew 27 in-
stead of Matthew 28, on Friday afternoon 
instead of Sunday morning.

What did Jefferson miss? What evi-
dence do we have of the resurrection? 
There is much, but let’s focus on the 
witnesses.

The most outstanding proof that Je-
sus rose from the dead is that at least 
515 eyewitnesses saw Him on twelve dif-
ferent occasions over a period of forty 
days. “He shewed himself alive after his 
passion by many infallible proofs, being 
seen of them forty days, and speaking of 
the things pertaining to the kingdom of 
God” (Acts 1:3). Jesus had six weeks to es-
tablish His identity for all time, and He 
used the time wisely.

 The resurrection of Christ is a fact to 
be proved, like all other facts, by compe-
tent and credible witnesses.3 If you hit a 
hole-in-one playing golf Saturday, how 

would you prove it to incredulous friends 
on Sunday? You would call over your 
golfing partner to confirm that he saw 
you do it. If that failed, then you would 
bring in others who were there to con-
firm your story. Any sensible person will 
believe a report corroborated by several 
credible witnesses. Paul uses the same 
logic to prove the resurrection in 1 Cor-
inthians 15. He appeals to the witnesses 
who had attested to the resurrection, and 
then showed that it was not possible that 
so many witnesses were deceived (1 Cor-
inthians 15:5–7). 

THE WITNESSES ARE SUFFICIENT.

The apostle Paul, when writing a letter to 
a group of new Christians, laid it all out in 
1 Corinthians 15:3–6. If every person the 
Bible identifes as being an eyewitness to 
Jesus’ resurrection were called to the wit-
ness stand for crossexamination, it would 
take 129 hours to hear their testimony, at 
only fifteen minutes a person.4 In other 
words, it would take from opening ses-
sion on Monday until the closing session 
on Friday at dinnertime, listening around 
the clock to hear the testimony of those 
witnesses. We in the twenty-first century 
have a decision to make: whose report will 
we believe—the more than five hundred 
eyewitnesses, or the skeptical “scholars” 
seventeen hundred years removed from 
the events?

THE WITNESSES WERE DIVERSE.

Skeptics, most of whom live centuries 
removed from the events, would have 
us believe that the appearances can be 
explained by mass hysteria or mass hal-
lucinations. Yet the facts do not fit this 
hypothesis. The time frame does not fit. 
The interactions were spread over forty 
days—not merely a few hours or a couple 
of days (cf. Luke 24:13–35; 1 Corinthians 
15:5–7).5 Most of these five hundred wit-
nesses were still living twenty-five years 
later when Paul wrote 1 Corinthians. 
There is no record of a single one who 
ever changed his mind and recanted his 
testimony. 

The number of witnesses and the cir-
cumstances do not fit these theories. A 
large number of people saw Him alive in 
different locations, at different times, and 

under different circumstances. No two 
appearances were exactly alike. Several 
saw Him more than once, some alone, 
and some in large groups. One was in the 
morning; another in the evening. In some 
cases Jesus ate with them; one time He 
cooked a meal; another, He did a miracle 
like one He had done in His early minis-
try—the large draft of fish (John 21; Luke 
5). The reactions to seeing the resurrect-
ed Christ were also diverse. Some wor-
shipped; perhaps others wept for joy. Yet 
all were transformed by the encounter.

THE WITNESSES WERE UNIFORM 
IN IDENTIFYING THE LORD.

Each told similar stories about his or 
her experience. How could they be sure 
that the person they were seeing was 
not an imposter? Jesus kept the scars 
from His crucifixion, which no one else 
could imitate (Luke 24:39–40). Presum-
ably He could have had any resurrected 
body He wanted, and yet He chose one 
identifiable, mainly by scars that could 
be seen and touched. Doubtless the rea-
son could be summed up in the theme of 
John’s biography: “To the intent ye may 
believe” (John 11:15). Dr. Luke recorded 
Jesus’ reference to His body as “flesh and 
bones” (Luke 24:39), which is the only 
time that phrase is used in the New Tes-
tament (usually the body is identified as 
“the flesh and blood”—five times in New 
Testament). Some see in this a change 
in Jesus’ resurrection body—that it was 
bloodless—and tie it to His giving His 
blood for us. Evidently, His body did 
still have a gaping hole large enough for 
Thomas to insert his hand (John 20:27). 

As a group, these appearances com-
prise overwhelming evidence for the res-
urrection—evidence that would stand up 
in any court of law in the world.6 Jesus 
said, “Blessed are they that have not seen, 
and yet have believed” (John 20:29).

No thanks, Mr. Jefferson, we will keep 
that page of the Bible.

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By the main warehouses in a particular 
town, the river channel has to be dredged 
often so barges can come in.

Because 
of the pressure of the wet sand and muck 
around him, he was not breathing; so they 
began to dig frantically. When they un-
covered him down to his waist he regained 
consciousness. His parents, in hysterics, 
said, “Where’s your brother? Where’s 
your brother? Where’s your brother?”

The boy replied, “I’m standing on his 
shoulders.”

The one brother had given his life so 
the other might be saved. 

Jesus said, “Greater love hath 
no man than this, that a man 
lay down his life for his 
friends” (John 15:13).

Jesus demonstrated this 
greater love by giving His 
life for you and me. When 
we were sinking in the 
depths of sin, Jesus bore 
the weight of our sins 
on the cross (1 Peter 
2:21–24), providing 
the means of our 
salvation. He invites 
each of us to stand 
on His shoulders 
so you and I can 
be saved. 

We can be saved by the merits of 
Christ’s death on the cross if we believe in 
Him (Acts 16:30–31), turn from our sins 
in repentance (Acts 17:30–31), confess 
Him before men (Romans 10:9–10), and 
are baptized—immersed—in His name 
for the forgiveness of sins (Acts 2:38). 
Then if we continue to follow Him faith-
fully, He will receive us into an eternal 
home (1 John 1:7; John 14:1–6).

“I was sinking deep in sin, Far from the 
peaceful shore, Very deeply stained with-
in, Sinking to rise no more; But the Mas-
ter of the sea, Heard my despairing cry, 
From the waters lift ed me—Now safe am 
I” “Love lift ed me . . .”

•	 Set a budget. Determine where the 
money leaks are. Evaluate priorities. 

•	 Do not wreck your finances for big 
ticket items—even for a fancy house.

•	 Do not buy items not on the budget. 
For “big ticket” items on the budget, 
wait thirty days before signing. This 
allows clearheadedness and cancels 
impulse buying. On most purchases, 
wait twenty-four hours—in other 
words, sleep on it. Merchants ar-
range their stores to promote impulse 
spending. It keeps them in business; 

it puts you out of business. Impulse 
buying concerns wants, not needs, so 
stay away from it. 

•	 Evaluate your budget monthly. If this 
takes more than an hour, then your 
budget is too complicated. 

•	 Remember, your budget is your friend 
and not the law. It can be changed 
when necessary. It is your best paper 
friend. It may be a lot of fun to get into 
debt, but it is sheer misery to get out 
of debt.

Although it may sound arrogant for one 
to say, “I know that I am saved,” the Bible 
teaches that the Christian can know that 
very thing. John wrote, “These things 
have I written unto you that believe on 
the name of the Son of God; that ye may 
know that ye have eternal life, and that 
ye may believe on the name of the Son of 
God” (1 John 5:13). 

How can we have such confidence? 
Both trust and obedience play a part. 
John wrote, “Hereby we do know that 
we know him, if we keep his command-
ments” (1 John 2:3). Jesus told Nico-
demus that one must be born again of 
water and of the Spirit in order to enter 
into the kingdom of God (John 3:3–5). A 
person is born again of the water and of 
the Spirit by being baptized into Christ. 

This person is then saved and can know 
it. Th us begins a life-long journey of the 
“babe in Christ” growing into the ma-
ture Christian. 

We must also trust God to keep His 
Word. Christians are not perfect, and 
God does not expect us to be. We still 
sin, but God forgives those sins as we re-
pent of them and confess them. As God 
expects a forgiving attitude of Chris-
tians, He shows a forgiving attitude as 
a Father. 

Salvation does not depend on how 
few sins or mistakes we make, but upon 
whether or not we accept God’s grace 
and are obedient to Christ. As we con-
tinue to serve Christ, the Lord contin-
ues to bless and forgive us.

Christ, His blood continues to cleanse 
us of sin (1 John 1:5–7). 

Many Christians have doubts because 
they are not maturing as Christians 
should, but are moving backward. This 
often happens when a person does not 
give his whole heart to Christ. Jesus said, 
“For whosoever will save his life shall lose 
it: but whosoever will lose his life for my 
sake, the same shall save it” (Luke 9:24). 
Th e person who tries to live as a Chris-
tian while not fully surrendering his life 
to Christ must have doubts, because he 
cannot walk in the light if he does not 
give his whole heart to the Lord.

The Temptation and 
Sinlessness of Jesus
Jesus faced real temptation, yet never 
sinned. Luke records His testing in the 
wilderness, where Satan tempted Him 
to satisfy hunger, seek shortcuts to 
power, and test God (Luke 4:1–13). Jesus 
answered with Scripture, showing obe-
dience and trust. Hebrews reminds us, 
“we do not have a High Priest who can-
not sympathize with our weaknesses, 
but was in all points tempted as we are, 
yet without sin” (Hebrews 4:15, NKJV).

His sinlessness is critical: only a spot-
less Savior could atone for sin. 1 Peter 
declares that HE, “committed no sin, 
nor was deceit found in His mouth” 
(1 Peter 2:22, NKJV). Jesus suffered but 
was sinless. He experienced human 
trial and remained faithful. That perfect 
obedience qualifies Him to represent 
us before God and to be the sacrificial 
Lamb whose righteousness we receive 
by faith. His example instructs believers 
to resist temptation through Scripture, 
godly community, and complete de-
pendence on God. —Matt Wallin

This physical life is fleeting, a brief journey 
from birth to death (James 4:14). But the 
Bible reveals a hope far beyond what we 
see in this world: eternal life. God made us 
for more than a temporary existence—He 
made us to live forever (Ecclesiastes 3:11, 
1 John 2:25).

Jesus promised His followers, “I am the 
resurrection and the life. Whoever believes 
in me, though he die, yet shall he live, and 
everyone who lives and believes in me 
shall never die” (John 11:25–26). Eternal 
life isn’t just a future hope—it begins the 
moment we come to Him in faith, repen-
tance, and obedience. The Bible teaches 
that all who obey God’s plan for salvation 
will be raised to a new, incorruptible body 
(1 Corinthians 15:42–44, Romans 6:3-4). 
Death does not have the final word. Those 
who trust in Christ will share in His vic-
tory over sin and death (Romans 6:23; 
1 Thessalonians 4:14).

God’s gift of eternal life is not earned 
by perfection or human effort—it is given 
through Jesus’ sacrifice and accepted by 
obedient faith (Ephesians 2:8–9, James 
2:17, Matthew 7:21). Even the most broken, 
flawed, or ordinary person can live forever 
if they follow Him. Paul wrote to the Cor-
inthians, “And such were some of you. But 
you were washed, you were sanctified, you 
were justified in the name of the Lord Je-
sus Christ” (1 Corinthians 6:11). And here, 
at this church, “such were some of us.” But 
God has given us a new life now (Romans 
6:4, John 10:10) and hope of a new life for-
ever (John 3:16)!

You should not wait for death to think 
about eternity. The choice to follow Christ 
today is the way to live forever (Revela-
tion 21:3–4).
